PROCEDURE FOR MAKE-UP TESTS AND QUIZZES

ASSIGNED TUTORIALS  

HOT Lunch Directed Tutorials will be assigned to any student who needs additional academic assistance based on assignments/grades.  Failing students or students with missing assignments will be assigned HOT Lunch Directed Tutorials.  If a student misses a tutorial time, he/she will then be assigned a second tutorial.  Students missing two consecutive tutorials will be referred to administration.

CALCULATOR POLICY

When needed, students may borrow a graphing calculator from the class set during class.  In order to do this, each student will need to exchange his/her school ID for a calculator.  If the calculator is not returned in its original condition, the student will be fined $120.

A SPECIAL NOTE TO STUDENTS AND PARENTS/GUARDIANS
 It is imperative that students have mastery of each objective to proceed to subsequent topics. I will do everything I can to help your child be successful.  Your help is needed in three areas:  attendance, homework and parental support.

1)  Attendance is crucial in every subject but is vital to the learning process in math. I urge you as parents to do everything you can do to assure your child is in math class every day.  The block schedule that we use moves quickly and your child will miss many objectives after a single absence.  
2)  Homework is a requirement in this course, not an option.  Students cannot be successful without practice.  Expect your child to spend 30 to 45 minutes on math each night.  If a student does not have his/her homework on the day it is due, they will receive a 0 and will not be able to turn it in late.  This is because we go over the answers and discuss the problems on the due date.  The only exception is due to an absence where a student will need to make up the work and turn it in when they come back to school.  They will then receive full credit.  Work must be shown to receive credit.
